When one drives through the village of East Pubnico, along Highway 3, one has the opportunity to 

view a unique and attractive landmark in the Municipality of Argyle, the municipalityôs only stone 

bridge.  The bridge is located approximately three miles from the head of the harbour on Highway 

3, and can be seen to the west of the highway. 

 

The above picture of the East Pubnico Stone Bridge is believed to have been taken around 1900 

at the time of construction.  A closer examination of the photo shows some staging.  It is sus-

pected that the older man seen in the photo might be Jackson, the master builder and mason, but 

this is mainly conjecture.
