In the summer of 2009 a telephone and internet survey was con-
ducted by the Municipality of Argyle to determine what residents had to say on a variety 
of topics.  This survey was conducted to get feedback from residents on the issues they 
felt were of importance to them and about their dealings with Municipal staff and Council-
lors.  A total of one hundred and thirty-one residents participated in the survey.  High-
lights of the survey results are as follows: 

 96% of all respondents indicated that doctor recruitment was a high priority for the

 A rating of 4.56 out of 5 was given to the overall level of customer service satisfaction 

for the Municipal office 

 Of those who had contacted their district Councillor in the last 12 months, 100% were 

satisfied with the response to their concern or issue 

 92% of respondents felt safe in their communities 

 89% of respondents chose the Municipal newsletter as their preferred method of re-

ceiving information about the Municipality

UPDATE: Indian Sluice BridgeUPDATE: Indian Sluice BridgeUPDATE: Indian Sluice Bridge    

Indian Sluice is the name given to the 
channel of rushing water that separates 
Sluice Point and Surette's Island.  In Octo-
ber of 1909, at high tide, the present 
bridge was built upriver, floated down-
river on two pontoons and placed with 
absolute precision, the great bolts fitting 
exactly.  This was considered one of the 
most remarkable engineering feats of the 
time with a total project cost of $27,000. 
 

Over 100 years later, the members of the Indian Sluice Bridge Replacement Committee 
are working with various levels of government to investigate the possibility of putting a 
new bridge in place.  The eight member committee is made up of area residents and 
Councillor Guy Surette.  The estimated replacement cost of the bridge is approximately 
$15,000,000. 
 

Planning and design work for this project is ongoing, and the Department of Transporta-
tion and Infrastructure Renewal is on schedule to have the project tender ready for 2012.

UPDATE: Municipality of Argyle Medical ClinicUPDATE: Municipality of Argyle Medical Clinic   

The construction of the Argyle Medical Clinic located in 
Pubnico is well underway.  This clinic will have a maxi-
mum capacity of four doctors and one nurse practitioner.  
Doctor recruitment will be undertaken based on demand.  
The tentative date for the official opening is July 1, 2010. 
 

The total project cost is $1.1 million with $570,000 pro-
vided by ACOA (Atlantic Canada Opportunities Agency).  
The remaining costs are split evenly between the Munici-
pality of Argyle, the Municipality of Yarmouth and the 
Town of Yarmouth.  The total cost to the Municipality of Argyle is approximately 
$189,000.00.
