BY-LAW #19 

 
PENALTIES  

 

1. Where any person violates a By-Law for which no penalty is elsewhere expressly 

provided, he shall be liable to a penalty not exceeding Two Hundred and Fifty Dollars 

($250.00) and not less than Twenty-Five Dollars ($25.00) and in default of payment of 

such penalty he shall be liable to imprisonment for a period not exceeding one (1) 

month. 

2. Where a person is in prison for failure to pay a fine or cost he shall be discharged from 

his imprisonment upon payment of the fine, cost or charges for conveying him to the 

place of his imprisonment. 

3. Every sentence of imprisonment imposed for a violation of a By-Law shall be served in 

jail maintained and operated by the Municipality; 

4. Every fine or penalty imposed under a By-Law shall be exclusive of costs, and costs 

when incurred shall be imposed in addition to a fine or penalty. 

5. No fine or penalty imposed under a By-Law shall be construed so as to affect any 

liability for damages. 

6. Except where otherwise expressly provided any persona may initiate a prosecution for a 

violation of a By-Law. 

7. Unless otherwise provided every fine or penalty for a violation of a By-Law shall be 

paid to the Treasurer of the Municipality and form part of its general fund. 

8. Upon conviction for a violation for a By-Law requiring a person to obtain a license or a 

permit, the justice, magistrate of judge may in addition to any penalty order the 
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Defendant to pay the fee for such license or permit and in default of payment thereof to 

be imprisonment for a term not exceeding twenty (20) days.  Upon payment of such fee 

the Defendant shall receive his license.  
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
