Write a letter to the Nova Scotia Department of Public Works thanking them for the
recent paving that was carried out, in front of the Hubbard's Point Community Centre,
and request that the new pavement be extended as far as the fire hole (Civic #201
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Reason:

A very small section of road, in front of the community centre on the Chemin de la
Pointe in Hubbard's Point, was recently paved over. However, there remains a section
of road, beyond the newly paved area, that contains many defects in the form of
potholes and pavement broken into small pieces or missing altogether. This poses a
serious threat to public safety. These road defects can cause significant and costly
damage to vehicles, lead to serious accidents and even result in fatalities. As the years
go by, the pothole problem, on this section of road, is getting worse. At one point, on a
blind curve, vehicles are travelling on the wrong side of the road to avoid a major
pothole. This poor road surface is in need of immediate repairs as hitting a pothole can
cause a driver to lose control of their vehicle, leading to collisions with other cars,
cyclists, or pedestrians. Also, this road is heavily travelled by school buses for the
CSAP and Tri-County School Board. | have received several complaints, from school
bus drivers about the condition of this road.
